The Psychic Life of Power: Theories in Subjection; Feminist Contentions: A Philosophical
Exchange (co-edited with Seyla Benhabib, Drucilla Cornell, and Nancy Fraser); and
What's Left of Theory?: New Work on the State and Politics of Literary Theory (co-edited
with John Guillory and Kendall Thomas, in press).
